8 p (1 repeticién) x 4 Vueltas son 5x5 cm
(2x2 in) en punto abanicos 5

(ver técnicas y construccion).

TECNICAS Y CONSTRUCCION:

El capazo se construye de abajo a arriba.

Haremos la base doble para conseguir
que esa parte sea mas robusta.
Comenzaremos por la base interior
trabajando vuelta a vuelta y utilizando
todos los colores para crear un efecto
multicolor. Después trabajaremos la base
exterior toda en el mismo color y

de la misma manera hasta la tGltima vuelta.
Haremos una vuelta mas y uniremos
ambas bases con una vuelta de punto bajo
trabajado en la tercera hebra del punto
medio alto de la vuelta anterior.

Una vez creada la base reforzada
comenzaremos a trabajar el cuerpo

con punto abanicos siendo los de las

dos primeras filas de 5 puntos puff (ver
técnicas), los de las dos siguientes serdn
de 5y 7 puntos puff alternativamente

y los de las dos ultimas de 7 puntos puff.
Asi conseguimos aumentar el tamafo

del cuerpo sin variar laformay la cadencia
de nuestro punto.

Finalmente, rematamos el capazo

con una vuelta de punto cangrejo,
cosemos las asas y ja estrenar!
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PUNTO CANGREJO

PUNTO PUFF (Pf):

*Echa hebra sobre el ganchillo, inserta
donde toque y saca una lazada*

Repite desde * a * unavez mas -tendras 4
lazadas mas el Gltimo punto trabajado

en el ganchillo. Echa hebray pasa a través
de las 4 lazadas, echa hebra una ultima vez
y pasa a través de las dos restantes.

GAUGE:

8 st (1 repetition) x 4 Rnds for 5x5 cm (2x2
in) in shells stictch 5 (see techniques and
construction).

TECHNIQUES & CONSTRUCTION
This summer bag is worked from the
bottom up, we will make the base double
to make that part feel more robust.

We will start with the inner base that is
worked round by round and use all the
colors to create a multicolored effect.
Then we will work the entire outer base

in the same color and in the same way until
the last round. We will do one more round
and we will join both bases with a round

of single crochet worked in the third loop
of the half double crochet of the previous
round.

Once the reinforced base has been
created, we will begin to work the body
with shell stitch, the shells of the first

two rounds being 5 puff stitches (see
techniques), those of the next two will be
5 and 7 puff stitches alternately, and those
of the last two of 7 puff stitches.

That way we manage to increase the size
of the body without changing the shape
and cadence of our stitches.

Finally, we finish off the bag with a round
of crab stitch, we sew the handles and
that’s all!

- CROCHET (ENG) - /
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CRAB STITCH

PUFF STITCH (Pf): *Yarn over the hook,
insert into next stitch and pick up a

loop*. Repeat from * to * one more time
-there are 4 loops and one more from last
worked stitch on the hook. Yarn over and
pass through 4 loops, yarn over and pass
through the last 2 loops.

SHELL STITCH 5 (7): Multiple of 8 - work
in the round.

Over a number of chains multiple of 8.

Rnd 1: ch2, 1sc into the same st, [skip 3st,
5(7)Pf into next st, skip 3st, (1sc, ch1, 1sc)
in next st] rep throughout the entire round
ending with a Pf sts Shell. End Rnd with 1sl
stinfirstch.

Rnd 2: ch2, 3(4)Pf into ch sp, (1sc, ch1, 1sc)
at the center st of the previous round shell,
*5(7)Pfinto ch sp, (1sc, sh1, 1sc) at the
center st of the shell* rep from * to * until
the last shell, 2(3)Pf into the first ch sp.

End Rnd with 1sl st in second ch.

Rnd 3: ch2, 1sc into the same st, [5(7)Pf
into next ch sp, (1sc, ch1, 1sc) at the center
st of the shell] rep throughout the entire
round ending with a Pf sts Shell. End Rnd
with 1sl stin first ch.

Rep Rnds 2 & 3 as many times as indicated.

End Rnd with 1sl st using CB. [74 st]

Rnd 4 (inc): ch2, 1hdc, 1hdc_inc,
22hdc, (2hdc, 1hdc_inc) x5, 22hdc, (2hdc,
1hdc_inc) x4. End Rnd with 1sl st using CC.
[84 st]

@D Rnd 5 (inc): ch2, 1hdc_inc, 25hdc,
(1hdc_inc, 3hdc) x5, 22hdc, (1hdc, 3hdc_
inc) x4. End Rnd with 1sl st using CD. [94
st]

Rnd 6 (inc): ch2, 3hdc, 1hdc_inc,
22hdc, (4hdc, 1hdc_inc) x5, 22hdc, (4hdc,
1hdc_inc) x4. End Rnd with 1sl st using CE.
[104 st]

@D Rnd 7 (inc): ch2, 1hdc_inc, 27hdc,
(1hdc_inc, 5hdc) x5, 22hdc, (1hdc_inc,
5hdc) x4. End Rnd with 1sl st using CF.
[114 st]
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@ Rnd 8 (inc): ch2, 5hdc, 1hdc_inc,
22hdc, (6hdc, 1hdc_inc) x5, 22hdc, (6hdc,
1hdc_inc) x4. End Rnd with 1sl st.[124 st]

-Next Rnd is worked in sc, pay attention-

Rnd 9 (inc): ch1, 1sc_inc, 29sc, 1sc_inc, 3sc
, place a marker into this worked stitch,
4sc (1sc_inc, 7sc) x4, 22sc, (1sc_inc, 7sc)
x4. End Rnd with 1sl st. Cut the thread and
reserve the piece for later. [134 st]

OUTER BASE

@D Using CA all piece along, work the
same way as the inner base until Rnd 8
(included) and then...

Rnd 9 (inc): ch2, 1hdc_inc, 29hdc, (1hdc_
inc, 7hdc) x5, 22hdc, (1hdc_inc, 7hdc) x4.
End Rnd with 1sl st.[134 st]

JOIN THE BASES

Now you are going to work both pieces
together: place the bases wrong side
facing and work the entire round taking,

at the same time, the third loop of the hdc
sts of the outer base together with the two
loops of the sc sts of the inner base. Your
first inner base st will be the one with a
marker.

Rnd 10: ch1, sc to end. End Rnd with 1sl st.

BODY

Rnd 11: ch2, 1scinto the same st, [skip
next 3st, 5Pf into next st, skip 3st, (1sc,
ch1, 1sc) into next st] x4, [skip 3st, 5Pf into
next st, skip 2st, (1sc, ch1, 1sc) into next st]
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x5, [skip 3st, 5Pf into next st, skip 3st, (1sc,
ch1, 1sc) into next st] x4, [skip 3st, 5Pf into
next st, skip 2st, (1sc, ch1, 1sc) into next st]
x4, skip 3st, 5Pf into next st, skip 2st. End
Rnd with 1sl st into first ch. [18 shells]

Rnd 12: ch2, 3Pfinto ch sp, (1sc, chi, 1sc)
into third st of the shell, *5Pf into ch sp,
(1sc, ch1, 1sc) into third st of the shell* rep
from * to * until the end, 2Pf into the first
ch sp. End Rnd with 1sl st into the second
chof the rnd.

Rnd 13: ch2, 1scinto same st, *5Pf into
chsp, (1sc, ch1, 1sc) into third st of the
shell* rep from * to * throughout the entire
round ending after a 5Pfinto ch sp group.
End Rnd with 1sl st into the first ch.

Rnd 14: Same as Rnd 12 ending with CB.

Using CB:

Rnd 15: ch2, 1sc into same st, *5Pf into
chsp, (1sc, ch1, 1sc) into third st of the
shell* rep from * to * throughout the entire
round ending after a 5Pfinto ch sp group.
End Rnd with 1sl st into the first ch.

Rnd 16: ch2, 3Pf into ch sp, (1sc, ch1, 1sc)
into third st of the shell, *5Pf into ch sp,
(1sc, ch1, 1sc) into third st of the shell* rep
from * to * until the end, 2Pf into the first
ch sp. End Rnd with 1sl st into the second
ch.

Rnds 17 & 18: Rep Rnds 15 & 16, ending
last Rnd with CC.

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@ UsingCC:

Rnd 19 (inc): ch2, 1sc into same st, *7Pf
into ch sp, (1sc, ch1, 1sc) into the central
shell st, 5Pfinto ch sp, (1sc, ch1, 1sc)

into the central shell st* rep from * to *
throughout the entire round ending after
a 5Pfinto ch sp group. End Rnd with 1sl st
into the first ch.

Rnd 20: ch1, 4Pf into ch sp, (1sc, ch1, 1sc)
into the central shell st, *5Pf into ch sp,
(1sc, ch1, 1sc) into the central shell st, 7Pf
into ch sp, (1sc, ch1, 1sc) into the central
shell st* rep from * to * until the last shell
-you’ll end after a “5Pf shell, (1sc, ch1, 1sc)
into the...-, 3Pf into the first ch sp. End Rnd
with 1sl st into the second ch.

Rnds 21 & 22: Rep Rnds 19 & 20, ending
last Rnd with CD.

Using CD:

Rnds 23, 24, 25 & 26: Rep Rnds 19 & 20
twice, ending last Rnd with CE.

@ Using CE:

Rnd 27: ch2, 1sc into same st, *7Pf into
ch sp, (1sc, ch1, 1sc) into the fourth shell
st* rep from * to * throughout the entire
round ending after a 7Pf into ch sp group.
End Rnd with 1sl st into the first ch.

Rnd 28: ch2, 4Pfinto ch sp, (1sc, ch1, 1sc)

into the fourth shell st, *7Pf into ch sp,
(1sc, ch1, 1sc) into the fourth shell st* rep

AN
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from * to * until the end, 3Pf into first ch sp.
End Rnd with 1sl st into the second ch.
Rnds 29 & 30: Rep Rnds 27 & 28, ending
last Rnd with CF.

@ UsingCF:

Rnds 31,32 & 33: Rep Rnds 27,28 & 27.
Rnd 34: ch2, 4Pf into ch sp, (1hdc, 1sc,
1hdc) into third, fourth and fifth st ot the
shell respectively, *7Pf into ch sp, (1sc, ch1,
1sc) into third, fourth and fifth st ot the
shell* rep from * to * until the end, 3Pf into
the first ch sp. End Rnd with 1sl st into the
second ch.

Rnd 35 (endings): ch1, crab stitch to end.

FINISHING TOUCHES:
Weave in all ends. Sew handles to
indicated measurements.
